Smarter Travel Sutton is a partnership
between Sutton Council and Transport for
London. We are working to reduce traffic 
congestion in the borough by encouraging 
residents, business and schools to travel more
sustainably, by walking, cycling, car sharing or
using public transport. It is the first time in the
country where a whole community is being
asked to think before using their cars. 

What are the benefit s of sust ainable travel?

Reducing car use eases congestion, helps the
environment and improves air quality. 

Using the car less can improve health, save
money and save time. 

It also has a more positive impact on the local
economy as essential journeys can happen
without the delays caused by congestion.

How can I help reduce congestion and 
pollution?

Walk– walking is free and good for you. Take
a pedometer challenge and aim for 10,000
steps a day – it’s easier than you think!

Cycle– cycling over short distances is cheaper
and often quicker than driving. Regular cycling
can make you as fit as someone 10 years
younger!

Use public transport– the train really can
take the strain when going into central London
and a single bus journey using a pre pay
Oyster Card is only 90p.

Car share– if every car commuter shared just
once a week the number of car journeys could
be reduced by 20%.

Join a car club– if you don’t use your car
every day get rid of it and join a car club – you
could save £2000 a year!

*Route C runs non-stop from the Fair to Sutton Common Road, and from North Cheam London Roadto Worcester Park
Station, (picks up/sets down between W orcester Park Station and North Cheam Queen Victoria), and runs non-stop between
Cheam Village and Belmont Station Road.

We are delighted to be able to provide an
improved free bus service to the Fair with
three routes again this year funded by
Smarter Travel Sutton.

There is no service this year along Stanley
Park Road or Beeches Avenue, as the Park is
only 12-15 minutes walk away or you can pick
up the free bus from Boundary Corner or
Banstead Road. There is also no service along
Cheam Road. The nearest free bus is in
Cheam Village or Sutton Post Office. TfL
routes 151 and 213 provide service along this
section but are NOT free. Use an Oyster card
for the cheapest fares.
The last bus on all routes will leave the
fair just af ter 20:00.
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
